Staged like a construction site, the exhibition explores complex issues of identity, presenting the viewer with the plural expressions that inform the backdrop of the fashion world - the setting in which fantasy becomes reality. 
Luca Marchetti and Emanuele Quinz, curators of the exhibition commented: “DYSFASHIONAL was conceived as a site where the exhibition space becomes an experimental space, an exploration ground for both the artists and visitors. As a fashion exhibition which does not exhibit clothing, DYSFASHIONAL shows that fashion is, beyond the objects that materialize it, an unstable state of sensibility”. 
Specially to celebrate the exhibition arriving in Moscow, Garage is pleased to present a specially designed installation from Gaspard Yurkievich and two new objects from the Russian fashion-duo Nina Donis and Georgian-born, London-based designer David Koma.
