DAVID LYNCH AND CHRISTIAN LOUBOUTIN’S FETISH 

(8 April – 6 May 2009)
Internationally celebrated filmmaker David Lynch and designer Christian Louboutin will go on show in the special project space at The Garage Center for Contemporary Culture (GCCC) in Moscow from 8 April to 6 May 2009, supported by Mastercard.
David Lynch originally approached Christian Louboutin to design a series of shoes for an exhibition at the Fondation Cartier in Paris. The resulting ‘fetish’ shoes were the inspiration for a series of 21 photographs by David Lynch which will be shown in the Moscow exhibition alongside the shoes themselves. Both beautiful and disturbing, the shoes and photographs explore the hidden, often dark side, which lies beneath the surface of things. 

Over the course of a career spanning more than 30 years, David Lynch has produced many award-winning films including Eraserhead (1977), The Elephant Man (1980) and Wild at Heart (1990) as well as the cult series Twin Peaks, earning him an international reputation. 

Christian Louboutin, is one of the world’s foremost shoe designers who creations have been described as the ‘ultimate icons’.

Christian Louboutin said: “The photos were shot in two days, in Paris. To my surprise, David worked like a choreographer. He had the enthusiasm of a fine arts student and the religious power of a Pollock or a Picasso. His images hold a pictorial dimension: they remind me of Bellmer and Bacon, as well as Boldini, in the way he achieves flesh tones. The shaky movements and overprints are common in his films, but here, there are curves that seem to explode into flames. When, all the while, the shoes never leave the focus of his attention.”

The main exhibition at GCCC is a ground-breaking show of works selected from the François Pinault Foundation’s Collection, one of the world’s most prestigious private collections, show until 14 June 2009. The exhibition, Un Certain Etat du Monde?,  represents the largest show of international contemporary art ever presented in Moscow and presents work by 32 artists including: Jeff Koons, Bill Viola, Dan Flavin, Maurizio Cattelan, Cindy Sherman, Tim Noble and Sue Webster, Subodh Gupta, Philippe Parreno, Takashi Murakami, and Peter Fischli and David Weiss. 

GCCC opened in September 2008 with a major exhibition by Russia’s leading artists, Ilya and Emilia Kabakov. GCCC is a unique non-profit venture aimed at the promotion and development of contemporary art and culture in Moscow. It is housed in one of Russia’s architectural masterpieces, the former Bakhmetevsky Bus Garage, designed in 1926 by the architect Konstantin Melnikov. It is the largest exhibition venue in the city. 

The building includes a large café, cinema and specialised bookshop with a library and member’s room due to open later this year, transforming GCCC Moscow into much more than just a gallery space, and into a compulsory destination for Russia’s growing art community.

Further information

Garage Center for Contemporary Culture is a major non-profit international arts space based in Moscow, dedicated to exploring and developing contemporary culture which opened in 2008. There are two distinct areas of programming - 'to bring important international modern and contemporary art and culture to Moscow' and 'to raise the profile of Russian contemporary culture and encourage a new generation of Russian artists'.  These are explored within a series of exhibitions ranging from major surveys of important collections to single-artist retrospectives or group exhibitions.  Garage also hosts a strong program of special on-site events including talks, film screenings, workshops, performances and creative activities for children.

Housed in a 20th century Constructivist masterpiece by Konstantin Melnikov, Garage’s space includes galleries, open exhibition spaces, courtyard, cafe, kids space, purpose built auditorium and media room, all designed by award winning architect Jamie Fobert.
