MOSCOW GETS ARTISTS ON THE BIG SCREEN IN GARAGE ART CENTRE’S OFFSITE VIDEO PROJECT (22 November 2008)

The Garage Center for Contemporary Culture in Moscow (GCCC) will present its first offsite project with a giant video installation on the top of Moscow’s Mosenergo building opposite the Kremlin, which will be launched on Saturday 22 November 2008 at 20:00.

The video installation, “Moscow on the Move” will showcase works by leading Russian and international artists 24 hours a day on one of Moscow’s largest plasma screens. Featured artists include AES+F, Artavazd Peleshan, Doug Aitken, Fischli & Weiss, Douglas Gordon, Alexander Kluge, Sarah Morris, Pipilotti Rist, Cao Fei, Yang FuDong, Philippe Parreno and Agnes Varda The works will be seen not just by passers-by and cars in traffic but also from buildings across the city.

The project is presented in collaboration with London’s Serpentine Gallery and is curated by Hans Ulrich Obrist, Co-Director of Exhibitions and Programmes and Director of International Projects at the Serpentine.

It has been developed from a project presented in Seoul in 2000 curated by Hans Ulrich Obrist.

Garage Center for Contemporary Culture is a major non-profit international arts space based in Moscow, dedicated to exploring and developing contemporary culture which opened in 2008. There are two distinct areas of programming - 'to bring important international modern and contemporary art and culture to Moscow' and 'to raise the profile of Russian contemporary culture and encourage a new generation of Russian artists'.  These are explored within a series of exhibitions ranging from major surveys of important collections to single-artist retrospectives or group exhibitions.  Garage also hosts a strong program of special on-site events including talks, film screenings, workshops, performances and creative activities for children.

Housed in a 20th century Constructivist masterpiece by Konstantin Melnikov, Garage’s space includes galleries, open exhibition spaces, courtyard, cafe, kids space, purpose built auditorium and media room, all designed by award winning architect Jamie Fobert.
